Forsys has
completed pit optimization, metallurgical studies, environmental
impact assessment and economic studies — the project is at an
advanced stage. Plans are in place to meet infrastructure
requirements. Namibia is a politically stable country with a track
record of supporting the successful development and exploitation of
its uranium resources. With the above mentioned positives, the
Valencia project presents a rare opportunity for the investor to
participate in the next uranium deposit put into production.

The Roéssing Uranium Mine, 68.6% owned by RioTinto is the world’s
largest opencast uranium mine supplying 7.7% of global demand.
Operating continuously for the past 30 years it produces roughly
3000 tonnes U3Og per year at a 0.03% (0.3 kg/t) grade.

Rossing recently announced the approval of a Life of Mine
Expansion (LOME) injecting US$112M capital investment into the
operation adding another 10-year mine life.
